Report: Most recent meeting was held December 8, 2023. 
Current discussion is to use RedCap forms vs. paper and 
PDF forms. These RedCap forms would be submitted 
directly to the MSDH, as well as EPIC. With the use of 
RedCap forms, the program’s focus can then shift to 
family follow-up and support. A suggestion to the RedCap 
form was to add a description for microtia/atresia. 
 
Question: Would the RedCap form follow the current 
format of the Form 53? The RedCap form does follow the 
current format of the Form 53.  
The request was made to remove the demographic 
section of the form if linking to EPIC.  
It was mentioned by Valecia Davis that the data can be 
exported if it needed to be exported back into EPIC.
